Method 

Cook Sweet Potato until tender. Drain and mash.  Mix together 1 Table 
spoon of Olive Oil, Crab Meat, Fish Sauce, Garlic and 1/2 cup of 
Breadcrumbs. Season to taste with salt and pepper.  Form into rissoles 
and refrigerate until firm. 

Dust the crab cakes with flour, dip into beaten egg the coat with re-
maining breadcrumbs.  Fry in hot oil for approx 5mins until golden 
brown. Drain on paper towel. 

Serve with your choice of  chips and salad.
